children and seniors taking us right through to Christmas 2009. We will be

Parents of active children are to be given another helping hand this
Christmas, in the form of LED’s Ofsted-registered Kidzmix playschemes.
Running on 22 and 23 December at both Exmouth Swimming and Leisure
Centre and Exmouth Tennis and Leisure Centre, the schemes will feature a
host of Christmas themed arts and crafts, fun sports games and soft play
activities for youngsters, designed to keep them occupied whilst parents are

at work.
